Assist developing meteorological societies to strengthen themselves through collaboration and mentoring.
With the help of IFMS, implement Training Programs and Webinars.

Facilitate the sharing of relevant accreditation information, procedures, guidelines and standards
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Develop international bridges to encourage collaboration among public, private and academic sectors as a
well as users.
